Open Trailers

1. Choose a mounting location on the rail of your trailer, that is

directly over an upright support {See Figure 1).

2. Using the base plate of the rack as a template mark the

location of the holes and drill with a 27/64" bit
3. Bolt the rack in place.

Enclosed Trailers

1. Choose a8 mounting location on the wall of your trailer, it should be

directly over a rib support.

2. Install the two middie screws through the rack and into the steel rib

support (See Figure 2).

Note: If you wish to mount the rack in a location that has no steal

support use four screws in the oulside hobes.
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Using the Rack

1. Place item into the rack.

2. Hook Slack adjuster on to the pin and remove any slack
from the strap {See Figure 4).

3. Flip the tensioner lever to tighten stap and secure your
